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D ear Sisters and Brothers in 
Jesus Christ,  

At this time of the year we are 
prone to spend some time looking 
back at the past and ahead to the 
future.  Many will get caught up in 
the game of looking at the past 
with many regrets, and playing out 

all of the “what ifs…”. 
 
I recently read an intriguing article in Time magazine about 
“helicopter parents,” the ones who hover over their chil-
dren protecting them from anything that might harm them, 
guiding their time to maximize the rewards of their youth, 
and so on.  There was even a picture of a young man 
wrapped in bubble wrap from head to toe to protect him 
every moment.  I have seen some of the parents they de-
scribed, and I have prayed to not be like that. 
 
One great truth in life is this:  We learn from our mistakes.  
We learn from our failures.  When you really dig down 
deep and think about it, many of us are who we are today 
because of what we learned in our failures. 
 
So, here as we begin 2010, as I enter into my 14th year at 
Hopeful, I want to share with you one of the things I have 
failed in doing.  Before I share the failure, let me share 
something about the church I served in Louisville.  It was 
at one time the shining star of Lutheran Churches in Louis-
ville.  When they built their newest sanctuary in the early 
1900’s, they made the front of their building a 1/10th scale 
reproduction of a Lutheran Cathedral in Cologne, Ger-
many.  It was a glorious building with a huge pipe organ 
and almost professional choir.  They had a lot of stained 
glass, and they even had a bronze statue of Martin Luther 
in front of the church.  And they had a lot of money sitting 
in the bank.  Today they only have about 40 people in 
church on a Sunday in a sanctuary that seats about 450.  At 
150 years old plus some, they still have a lot of money in 
the bank. 
 
At 204 years old, Hopeful does not have a lot of money 
sitting in the bank.  As I look at the congregation in Louis-
ville nearing the end of its life, I am not suggesting that is 
what we need either.  However, and this is where I come to 
mentioning what I feel to be a failure, I do not think I have 
done enough education in preparing people to think of 
STEWARDSHIP while preparing their wills. 
 
How did that church in Louisville receive a lot of funding 
for an Endowment Fund?  It was through their wills. 
 
So, at the beginning of a new year I need to ask a couple of 
questions of each of us: 
1)  Have you prepared a will?  If you answered no, then I    
     need to remind you that it is something that each one     
     of needs to have in place. 
2)  Have you remembered Christ’s church and its enduring  
     work in your will? 
3)  Did you know that Hopeful even has an endowment  

     fund?  Well, we do.  An endowment fund is a gift that  
     keeps on giving, and though our endowment fund is very    
     small, the interest earned from the account is designed to  
     fund ongoing ministries in this church. 

 
At some point in this coming year, please take some time to 
get this very important work done in your life, for a will is a 
gift that can keep on giving for your family, your friends and 
your church.  My failure is that I have not taught about this 
enough and our Endowment Fund remains small.  I will make 
a more concerted effort in my ministry to mention this more 
often for the sake of our church and its future!
